Spring Greetings, 

 

What a beautiful time of the year we are experiencing.  The grass is at its greenest, the trees are having a blast 
showing off their colors and the weather is allowing lots of golf time.  Our course is breathtaking now and in 
prime condition.  I hope all of you are taking full advantage. 

You will be noticing some changes in the appearance of several items around the course in the next month or 
two.  The list of items earmarked for repairs or improvements are as follows: 

1. Cart path repair is the first thing you will notice with improvements to areas around holes 4, 9, 10, 11, 
13 and 17.  The greatest portion of the repair is being paid for with the money collected for cart 
passes and outside trail fees. 

2. Painting the barn and cart storage area.  This will start the last week of June. 

3. Replacing 5 garage doors in the cart shed area. 

4. Replacing the golf cart storage fence (where the rental carts are kept) with cedar fencing.  This will 
help beautify the area around the club house. 

5. Glamming up the bathrooms on the course.  Yes men, they do need it!  

Early this year the board set aside $60,000.00 for projects that are in need of attention.  Items 2 through 5 are 
part of that budgeted money as well as the Planet Aire machine which is making it so we wonõt have greens 
and fairways punched and sanded this spring.  It is the boards mission, as long as we can afford it, to make 
repairs and improvements instead of waiting until they have to be done.

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Notes from the Fairways 

What a crazy and wild spring. As I write this newsletter the lilacs have been in bloom 

since around April 20th which is 3-4 weeks ahead of schedule. Now for whatõs going on 

around the course. 

Just like the lilacs, the grass is in summer mode and growing out of control. I am not 

sure if I can recall a year with the grass growing this crazy this early. Unfortunately it 

will cost us more for maintenance then a normal year. The obvious is the extra fuel and 

labor being used to keep it trimmed down. The less obvious is the extra fertilizer that 

will be required as the grass is using up the reserve fertilizer from the fall application.  

This reserve will usually carry up until almost the first of July (fairways) but this year I 

suspect we will be making our first application in June which will mean instead of 3 

applications of fertilizer we will be making 4 on the fairways which is a cost of about   

$3-4 thousand. Not to mention the other areas of the course that will require extra fertilizer. 

Green speedéThere are many factors which influence greens speed. Moisture has a huge influence on greens speed (this is why once the 

rainy season stops we have consistently fast greens as we keep our greens very dry so we can produce a firm smooth putting surface) Height 

of cut and thickness of the grass, our greens are being mowed at summer height which is 1/8th  of an inch. Verticutting and sanding will help 

reduce the thickness of the grass and improve the smoothness which we did today. The thicker the grass the more resistance there is on the 

ball which slows it down. Another way we control speed is through growth regulators and they can cause damage to the turf if sprayed to 

early and we get a heavy frost which most years can happen up until the first part of May. This crazy spring we probably should have sprayed 

them the first part of April. We have applied them now and should start slowing down the growth of the turf shortly. Rolling affects speed 

also and we do roll on a daily basis but are looking into an updated roller which may work better. With all this said know we are working on 

speeding up the greens and will be up to speed soon as long as mother nature cooperates. 

Until next time enjoy this awesome golfing start to 2016 and Maverick and I will see you on the course.
